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 “One Too Many Mornings” to Debut First Public Director’s Commentary Track at Woods Hole Film Festival Screening on Saturday, July 31
WOODS HOLE, MA—When this year’s Sundance hit One Too Many Mornings screens at the Woods Hole Film Festival on Saturday, July 31, at 9:00 PM in the Old Woods Hole Fire Station, it will be the first time a film will be screened publicly with a simultaneous director’s commentary track similar to those on DVD releases.  The free MP3 download will be available from both the Woods Hole Film Festival’s web site (www.woodsholefilmfestival.org) and through www.onetoomanymornings.com. People are encouraged to watch the film with ear buds or headphones, so they can gain further insight into the process behind making the film.  

The film is a coming of age comedy about two guys who are way too old to be coming of age and how running away from your problems can cause you to smack headfirst into someone else’s. The director’s commentary for public screenings is just one of many unique efforts the film’s team has taken in their do-it-yourself approach.  During Sundance, they took the risk of putting the movie on YouTube for rent and made the film available for purchase from their website the minute after their premiere screening in Park City via Topspin. Producer Anthony Deptula and Director Michael Mohan will be sharing some of their experiences on a panel at the upcoming Sundance Creative Producing Summit in August. 

 “Because our film’s budget prevents us from attending many festivals, we were looking for a way to create a closer connection between the film, our fans, and us,” says Deptula. “As many independent filmmakers take risks in their storytelling, we’ve been taking some risks with our release. Some things have worked and others have not, but our film is getting out there more than most other films of our scale,” adds Mohan.

“The Woods Hole Film Festival is dedicated to innovative ideas such as the one introduced by the folks from One Too Many Mornings,” said Woods Hole Film Festival Executive Director Judy Laster. “In fact, this year the festival created a free smart phone application called WHAPP, an Augmented Reality layer that allows iPhone and Android users to navigate the multitude of exciting films, parties and special events, including this screening, in real time.”
